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Press Release

Methodology:
A random sample of  1194  people over the age of 18 was interviewed face-to-face throughout the West Bank and Gaza Strip between 2-6 October. The interviews were conducted in randomly selected homes, and the subjects inside each home were also selected randomly according to Kish tables. The interviews were conducted in 60 sampling points chosen randomly according to population. 

In the West Bank  754   people were surveyed from the following areas: Hebron: Hebron, Biet Ommar, Bani Naim, Sa’ir, Dahiriyeh,Fawwar RC, Taffouh, Beit Kahel. Jenin: Jenin, Jenin RC, Ya’bad, Misiliyeh, Raba, Anza, Ajjeh, Aqabeh, az-zababdeh. Bethlehem: Bethlehem, Biet Jala, Za’tara, al-Khader, Husan, al-Azzeh RC. Ramallah & al-Bireh: Ramallah, al-Bireh, Kufr Nimeh, Jalazon RC, Silwad, Der Jrir, Biet Rima, Deir Ghassaneh. Jericho: Jericho, Ein es-Sultan RC. Jerusalem: el-Ezarriyeh, Abu Dis, Biet Liqya, Qalandiya RC, Shufat, Old City, Biet Hanina, Biet Hanina el-Tahta, al-‘Issawia, Wadi al-Joz, Jabel el-Mukkaber, Sour Baher.  Nablus:Nablus, Bidya, Salfit, Qabalan, Aqraba, Burqa, Biet Ein elma RC, Burin, Ourif. Tulkarem and Qalqilya: Tulkarem, Tulkarem RC, Deir Lighsoun, Qiffin, Qalqilia, Kufr Qaddoum. 
In the Gaza Strip: 440  people were surveyed from:  Gaza: Shati RC, a-shoja’ia, Attufah, al-Durj, Sheikh Radwan, a-Nasser, a-rimal a-shamali,  a-rimal a-janoubi, sabra, a-Zeitoun. 
Khan Younis:Abasan al-Sagheerah, Khan younis, Bani Suheila, Abasan al-Kabeerah, Khan younis RC. Rafah: Rafah, Rafah RC.  Gaza North: Jabalia, Beit Lahia, Jabalia RC, Beit Hanoun. Deir al-Balah: Deir Al Balah, Nussirat RC, al-Maghazi RC.   

The margin of error is ±3 percent, with a confidence level of 95%.

	Occupation of Respondents 

	51.7 % of the respondents were from West Bank, 11.6 % from Jerusalem, 36.7 % from the Gaza Strip. 

29.2% said they live in villages 15.0% in refugee camps, and 55.8 % in towns/cities. 

50.9% were male, 49.1% were female.

64.7% were married, 29.0%, single, 3.5% widowed, 1.4% divorced, 1.4% no answer.
